Bulletin Notice from Eastern Health

The Protection of Health Information Act (PHIA) will be implemented in Newfoundland and Labrador in March 2011.  This Act requires consent for the collection and distribution of all personal health information. You will likely notice some changes in the questions asked when you are being registered or admitted for health care services. You will be asked if you wish to identify a religion so you can receive services from the Pastoral Care Department. Pastoral services such as visitation by chaplains and other pastoral visitors will be available for those who identify a religion. Notification of your hospitalization or other health information can be shared with others, including your pastor and other clergy, only with your consent.  Here are a few suggestions:

1. Identify your religion when you are being registered or admitted;

2. Have a family member or friend contact your pastor or others if you want them to visit you during your time in hospital.

If you wish Archdeacon Dinn to visit you or a family member that is in hospital please contact the parish office with the relevant information.  He will not have access to any information from Eastern Health after March 2011.
