Lent - Temptation

Dear Friends in Christ,
Our Gospel reading for today is the traditional reading of Jesus temptations in the wilderness.  Why did this occur at this point – at the beginning of Jesus’ public ministry?  In short, it was a testing of the purpose and attitude of the Son of God, which the Father allowed and the Spirit directed him into.  It was a testing then, to prepare him for what lay ahead.
The first temptation involved turning some desert stones into bread.  Might not seem like much, but to perform the miracle to satisfy his own hunger, would have involved an abuse of the gift of power with which Jesus has been entrusted.  Many of us exercise power, which in biblical terms is always a gift of God for which we shall be held accountable, as parents, teachers, clergy, employers and so on, and we are to exercise it in the way that Jesus did.
If the first temptation was to misuse his power, the second was for Jesus to misdirect his worship.  Jesus is shown the kingdoms of the world and is promised them all if he worshiped the devil.  Presumable the temptation is founded upon the principle which is almost universally true that everyone has their price.  This brutal aggressive temptation that Jesus faced in the desert is one we all face in either subtle or more insidious ways.  But to fight it we must have the same determination as Jesus, to “worship the Lord your God and serve only him.”
The third temptation was to mistake his vocation.  Jesus is taken to a high point, the pinnacle of the temple and encouraged to throw himself down on the understanding that his Father will turn his fall into a bungee jump, whereby the angels will gather him up before he hits the ground.  Through this miracle, Jesus should take the fast route to fame and to become the toast of the people.  This is an assault on his vocation and a challenge to his integrity.
Jesus was able to resist the temptations for several reasons.  Undoubtedly, the bulwark of his defense was his understanding of Scripture.  Not only did he quote Scripture verses in his defense, but they expressed all that he wanted to say.  Secondly, he knew what his Father’s will for him was.  When we are certain in the knowledge of what God’s will is for us, we too are able to rebut the devil’s words and resist his schemes.  And finally, if we are poor in our knowledge of scripture, or faulty in self-understanding, we can always turn to prayer.  This is the only offensive weapon we have in times of testing, trial, and temptation.
